b. The Clerk gave feedback on the search so far for grant-funding for the proposed playground upgrade. It was resolved to instruct the Clerk to sign the proposed lease document from the Social Club for the land on which the playground sits.

c. It was resolved to explore the availability of grants towards creation of an accessible toilet, with a view to then accepting the quotation received from Hutchinson & Vize.
